Officer Kalair McArthur said the 
workshop was run by Western 
Australian-based Noongar Land 
Enterprise Group, who have 
set up their business to create 
economic benefits for their mob.

“This is an opportunity 
for us as a community 
of Woorabinda to 
acknowledge its presence 
in our community and 
our tolerance, or lack of 
tolerance for it, in terms 
of what we accept as 
a community around 
Domestic Violence,” 
Mayor Josh Weazel said.
“We cannot continue to 
undermine the lives of those 
affected by domestic violence 
and deprive them of their 
enjoyment of life itself and 
their rights to full human rights.
“As statistics will indicate, a 
lot of our women are the major 
victims of domestic violence 
so we need to change the 
conversation as a community 
from ‘why doesn’t she leave?’

“We need to teach our young 
men and women what healthy 
loving relationships are, and 
that it’s never okay to treat 
anyone with less respect.
“Not now, not ever should we 
accept any form of domestic 
and family violence.”
